The following information outlines the major changes in this release. 

· Embase is evolving and to signify the changes, EMBASE.com will now be called Embase and the product has a fresh look and feel:
· The new logo is seen on all product pages (as seen on top of this fact sheet) 
· The top navigation bar is updated with the new Embase colors.
· Conference abstracts have been added to Embase:

· Conference review records provide additional overviews for each conference

· New publication types have been introduced for Conference Abstracts and Conference Reviews

· Conferences published in supplements in up to 3,000 clinical and drug-related journals are covered
· In 2009, over 10,000 abstracts from 70 conferences will be added. In the first quarter of 2010, 2009 conference data will be back-filled. Conference coverage will be added at the estimated rate of 500-1000 conferences and 50,000-100,000 abstracts per year.
· All conference items are indexed with Emtree and include additional fields for conference name, location and date
· Drug and Disease key subheadings have been added as an unique enhancement to Embase:
· Key Subheadings are subheadings supplemented with additional information, showing drug-drug and drug-disease relationships
· The additional information is applied to the following subheadings (when information is available): drugs: adverse drug reaction, drug therapy, drug combination, drug comparison, drug interaction; diseases: drug therapy, side effect

· Key Subheadings are available in Embase from January 2007, apart from drug therapy, which is available from March 2009
· Over 100,000 Embase-sourced records are enhanced each year

· Records sourced uniquely from Medline (and Embase conference items) will not have Key Subheadings
· Key subheadings are displayed in both Embase Search Results and Record View
· The Refine Tool enables filtering of search results, by selecting specific post-search limits:
· Refine is available from the Embase Search Results page

· Clicking on Refine opens clustered results for Journal name, Publication type and Publication year
· A feedback button may be found on the bottom of the cluster window, for suggesting changes and further refine options
